We will call when items are ready for pick 
up. Tie dye items will be returned the day of tie dyeing. 

Cancellations, Withdrawals & Refunds 
Katie’s Clay Studio may cancel or postpone classes if 
minimum enrollment is not attained or with 48 hour 
notice prior to class. A make up class will be scheduled 
for any postponements. 
 
If student cancels within three days before the start of a 
class, a $50.00 cancellation fee will be charged.  Once 
classes have started and before the second class 
begins, student may withdraw, but a $100.00 
withdrawal fee will be charged.

Please wear short sleeve shirts and no 
jewelry on wrists or fingers. Clay easily washes 
out of clothing but some glazes may stain.  If you 
need tools, we sell a basic tool kit for $15.00. 

Private Lessons 

Private and Small group lessons are available 
with appointment. Starting at $30.00 per person, 
plus clay and firing. Since you purchase the clay 
you can make as many pieces as time allows. 
This price is for 1 hour and 30 minutes. 
Additional time can be purchased in 30 minute 
increments at $25.00 each. Walk-ins welcome if 
there is availability.

 For ages 7 and up 
Aspiring young artists needed! Get your hands 
dirty as you work with clay. Sculpt and glaze clay 
pieces and learn how to create pottery using the 
potter’s wheel. The course is 4 weeks long. There 
is open and rolling enrollment. Class is 1 hour and 
30 minutes long. Class will include clay, tools and 
firing fees. Participants will make 1 to 2 projects 
per class. There is a maximum of 5 students per 
session. Students must be brought in by a parent 
or guardian and also picked up by a parent or 
guardian. Parents are welcome to stay and create 
their own projects during class time.  Please wear 
old clothing to all classes, some dyes and paint will 
stain!* All materials are safe and non-toxic.

Little Potters ages 3 - 6 (parents must stay) will learn 
the basics of hand building and creating some small 
wheel thrown projects. This class is by reservation only 
for $15.00 per session. Appointment Required. Time 
offered is Wednesday morning 11AM-12PM or by 
appointment. Projects will be painted the same day. 
Items will be ready for pick up 7-10 days after class.

For ages 18 and up 
 
Adult Classes are for beginner through advanced students 
with individualized instruction based on the student’s 
interests.  Basic to advanced wheel throwing techniques 
will be taught. Techniques for making a variety of forms 
such as plates, bowls, vases, pitchers and coffee mugs will 
be demonstrated. Texture and altered form will be explored 
as well as a variety of different decorating techniques. 
Once pottery has gone through its second firing it is food 
safe, and microwave, dishwasher and oven safe. Hand 
builders welcome to sculpt during our classes as well. 
There is a maximum of 5 wheel throwing students per 
class. Drop-ins welcome if space is available. Class runs 
for 4 weeks, and additional weeks can be added. Classes 
will be held at above times. There is one bag of clay 
included with class cost. Additional clay can be purchased 
for $25.00 per 25lbs. Participants must have or purchase 
their own tool kits for $15.00.

Classes will meet for 1 hour 15min Starting at 10am 
on Saturdays.  Each participant works on a project 
from their own imagination. Each student works at 
their own pace. Instructors assist in learning pottery 
wheel throwing, hand building, sculpting, under 
glazing (painting). A high ratio of instructors to 
students insures personal attention as the children 
explore their creativity and work toward project 
completion. One to two projects made per class, 
depending on skill level of student. For ages 10 and 
up they will start to experiment with glass fusing.  

Please wear old clothing to all classes, some dyes 
and paint will stain!*
